Greetings LHYC Sailors, 
families and friends—

When choosing this salutation 
for my periodic messages to 
you all at the outset of  my 
tenure as Commodore, I 
searched my soul. Sailing runs 
deep within it. My sense is that 
Anders Skala, Lucas Fricton, 
Amelia Colburn and Zuzu 
Welle, among many other 
kids, already share this feeling, 
despite the decades between 
us. At core, we are a family of  
sailors and friends. Nothing 
really divides us.

When the pandemic hit in 
2020, participation in racing 
at the lake declined a bit for 
a couple years. But we are 
back.  The robust statistics 
Jamie Fraser sent me when the 
season ended show that overall 
participation in Wednesday 
evening and weekend races 
slightly exceeds the pre-pan-
demic level peak we achieved 
in 2019, which was the highest 
level we reached since tracking 
began in 2013. Moreover, 
participation in the Youth 
Program and the enthusiasm 
for it, thanks to the leadership 
of  Jake Skala and Jennifer 
Bowers and dozens of  parent 
volunteers, was higher than at 
any time in memory. 

Next year, sustaining our 
Youth Program may require 
extra fortitude.

MPRB apparently counts 
on us to rescue people when 
storms arrive—something we 
do several times a summer-- 
because they no longer employ 
lifeguards or water safety boys 
like when they employed Joe 
Friction during high school as 
their premier water safety boy. 

Whatever MPRB throws at 
us, I am confident that we will 
only get stronger. Our sailing 
family will link arms, hike 
out and round the windward 
mark. Thanks to all of  you 
selfless volunteers for devoting 
so much of  your precious time 
towards keeping LHYC strong 
and making this another mem-
orable year.

The 2023 Die Hard Regatta continues to 
bounce back from the pandemic, with 31 MCs 
and 5 Melges 15s sailing this year. That’s the 
biggest fleet we’ve had for MCs since 2018. And 
11 of  the MCs were guests from off-lake.

PRO Bill Colburn kept the courses at four 
and five legs total (LAD2 and WA3) targeting 
35-minute races with minimal pauses between. 
Clear, mild weather treated the sailors with light 
to gentle northern breezes on Saturday.

At the end of  Saturday’s five races, more than 
twenty of  the MC scows were within a point 
or two of  another boat, including the top two 
racers, separated at 13 points versus 14. The 
sailors were running through calculations of  
how a sixth race discard might affect their 
standings while enjoying Jamaican food at the 
Malony/Bieger estate.

Sunday morning’s races saw all 31 MCs and 
the Melges 15s start in light wind. Competitors 
carried what momentum they could in the flat 
water. (Thanks goodness for the lack of  motor-
boats on Harriet.) But race 6 was appropriately 
abandoned 40 minutes after the start as the 
wind died while most of  the fleet was on the 
second beat.

Race 7 was not to be, as the water turned  
completely to glass, reflecting the beginnings of   
the changing fall trees. Maintaining particularly 
good spirits were two sailors who couldn’t make  
the racing on Saturday, only able to sail in half  
a race on Sunday.
